Practicum Options

Option 1: Attendance/participation in at least 4 Extend the Conversation seminars (which will be offered at least once per semester beginning in spring 2022). NOTE: A minimum of 2 core courses must be completed prior to enrolling in an Extended Conversation seminar.
Option 2: Completion of 15 hours of NEW involvement (volunteer or otherwise) that demonstrates intentional exposure to or immersion in a student population that was discussed in this program (or is known to be underrepresented/historically oppressed at UGA).
Option 3: Completion of 1000 words of NEW content (in writing) on the subject of diversity, equity, and inclusion in your academic advising practice, including a description of how your practice has changed based on knowledge gained through the certificate experience.
